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SPEECH SOUND /ʃ/ 

 

 

 

For /ʃ/ production, the tongue elevates high within the mouth 
and touches the upper back teeth. The blade of the tongue 
retreats to the rear of the oral cavity, which helps to form a 
spacious yet shallow valley down the centre of the tongue. 
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Vocal Folds 
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The velum seals 
the nasal cavity. 

The /ʃ/ is an unvoiced 
fricative. The vocal folds 
do not vibrate. Fricatives 
are continuous, stream 
of air sounds. 

The lips are rounded 
and slightly protrude
